He gives us laws for our protection and when we don’t 
listen to Him, our lives become very unhappy and confusing.

You can try to help them by feeding them, giving 
them a bath and putting new clothes on them but every chance they 
get they will still try to run away, put on their old clothes and pick 
food out of garbage cans.  Their attitude has to change.  And it’s 
the same way with us.  
 
Until we ask Jesus to come into our life, we are happy living a life 
filled with sin and unhappiness.  And just like the homeless man, 
we don’t even realize it.  But once we turn over our life to God, He 
begins to cleanse us and change us for our own happiness.  He 
delights to do this for us because He loves us.
